In addition, Pastor Teis challenged us during a leadership workshop, encouraging us to
reflect on our motivations for serving the Lord. We are grateful for the time spent with both
pastors and for the way Liberty Baptist continues to invest in missions and in the
ministry here in Chile.

It's been several weeks of celebrations as we commemorated Chile's independence known as
the Fiestas Patrias at Liberty Baptist Church and alongside other missionaries, Chilean pastors,
and leaders, through various get-togethers. But this Fiestas Patrias marked the first time |
stepped foot into a Chilean elementary and high school and watched a school program with
members from Joy Baptist Church in the community of Independencia. I'd never attended a
school function that lasted quite that long, but I definitely walked away with more
understanding of Chilean culture and music, while cheering on some Joy Baptist friends who
were in the program.

From three Bible college students meeting in a small Sunday school room to a dedicated
campus that now reaches even more students through asynchronous online classes, God has
graciously allowed the Chile Baptist College to grow in both impact and influence, training
men and women for ministry across Chile, Argentina, Colombia, Ecuador, and Peru. We're so
thankful for how the Lord has raised up preachers and teachers among our graduates.
